Board Reports	Mr. Easley had a phone call regarding South Kentucky Park, since the Community Gardens are more popular and people using the Park, would the Board consider putting a porta potty there for the public to use.  

Staff Reports	Bob Berggren reported; North Iowa Sand and Gravel has started trial maintenance.  Have repaired the door and minor maintenance at the ice rink in Ray Rorick Park. Power washed the tennis court at East Park, painted shelter #4 in East Park, along with a volunteer group.  Have hauled table & cans for the Ethnic Fest, Dillinger Days, shelter reservations and other Park Events.  Mowing and trimming all Parks & buyouts, building & equipment maintenance as needed.  Fry and Associates have finished up the poured in place surfacing at Parkers Woods playground.  The irrigation system at Central Park has been winterized for the season.  Hauled firewood to the campgrounds, mowing all viaducts.  Pool lift station is ready to go for next Spring, 3 tractors we bought with CIP will be delivered on 10/14/15.

	Brian Pauly reported; all Fall Programs are up and running, everything’s going well.  MacNider Campgrounds, the Anderson’s did a Customer Appreciation Potluck, had a great turn out for it.  Parks Dept. will be turning off the water soon at the Campgrounds.  Sue Finn, Pickle Ball, we are in the top 10 applicants for the Wellmark/Blue Cross Grant of $15,000.00, which would be about $2,000 short, they shouldn’t have any problems raising the rest of the money.  In fact, they’re thinking to raise more to maybe put in some benches too.  

Consent Agenda	Mr. Binnebose moved to approve Minutes dated 9/8/15.  Mr. Easley second the motion.  All voted Yea.  Motion carried.  
	Facility Requests – Mr. Binnebose moved to approve the use of East Park on 7/22-23/16 to Globe Gazette for the BBQ Bash.   And East Park on 9/8-11/16 to Jerry Hewett for the Civil War Re-enactment.  Mr. Pearson second the motion.  All voted Yea.  Motion carried.  

New Business	Metal Detectors – discussion – Flood buyouts are restricted due to Grant Agreements.  Board unanimously agreed to have Mr. Easley & Mr. Binnebose work with Bill S. & Bob B. to write up a yearly Permit (rules) that anyone doing metal detecting on City Property will have to apply for.  That will give the City acknowledgement of who will be doing so.

	Frederick Hanford Park Cell Tower – Proposal – Verizon would like to lease an area of 75’ x 75’ with a 12’ to 15’ access and utility easement at Frederick Hanford on the north side of Diamond # 1.  Terms would be $750 per month for 5 years, with 4 to 5 year options to renew with 5% escalation of rent every 5 years.  Mr. Pearson moved to have Bill Stangler clarify and negotiate with Verizon the financial agreement as stated, Park Board taking this as a FOREVER contract, with Park Board having the power to renegotiate every 5 years for an increase.  Mr. Binnebose second the motion.  All voted Yea.  Motion carried. 

Margaret MacNider Campground – Playground Approval – Brian Pauly reported; he had received 3 bids for playground equipment ($47,700 from Boland Recreation / $23,480 from Fry & Associates / $22,729 from Rainbow Play Systems).  We have $15,000 budgeted for this year, we could possibly bump with unspent monies $2,000.  We do also have $6,000 to add to it.  Anderson’s will continue to fund raise for matching swing sets, with can money and donation money throughout the time.  Mr. Pearson moved to approve bumping the $2,000 to make it $17,000 to approve the bid.  Mr. Binnebose second the motion.  All voted Yea.  Motion carried. 

Highland Park Clubhouse – Voting Location – for City wide Elections, Mr. Binnebose moved to approve this location for Voting.  Mr. Easley second the motion.  All voted Yea.  Motion carried. 

Unfinished 	Tricia Sandahl, Planning & Zoning reported; Randy Nielson, City Attorney recommended some changes to the 
Business		acknowledgement page, where the Mayor & City Administrator sign after the City Council approve it.  Randi       
Thomas provided the modified copy to Alliant Energy, Alliant replied they want both and underground Easement and an above ground Easement.  Mr. Thomas had said, originally they planned on putting the utilities underground, Ms. Sandahl forwarded this on to Mr. Nielsen.  Park Board will need to recommend to City Council to grant Easement for both underground & above ground, or just underground or just above ground.  Mr. Pearson moved to approve either the underground Easement or above ground Easement or both, which ever they decide on.  Mr. Binnebose second the motion.  All voted Yea.  Motion carried.   

Discussion	IJAG Project  (Iowa Jobs for America’s Graduates) this program is to promote projects for the kids to do to help the Community.  Jeremy White is one of the Leaders, they do have 100 students in this program, and each one does need to do 15 hours of service learning.   Bill & Bob (Parks) did recommend the area on the corner of Meadow Brook & 10th St. SW for the kids to do some developing (make a small Park).   The program is to work with the students on planning, budgeting and communicating.  Board unanimously agreed this is a worthwhile program, they suggest Jeremy W. get in touch with Mr. Jack Leaman, he could possibly help the kids out tremendously.
