Tree Planting Procedures in City Right of Way between Curb and Sidewalk
 
1. Fill out tree planting or removal permit and submit to the O&M Manager.
 
2. Place stake where you want the tree planted. 
 
3. Call Iowa One Call for locates before planting or removing 1-800-292-8989. 
 
4. O&M Manager will approve or deny through the permitting process. 
 
5. Parking where the tree(s) will be planted is at least 5 feet in width.  Plant tree at fifty percent of the parking width from the inside edge of curb.
 
6. The tree(s) shall be at least 20 ft. from any intersection street right-of-way line, alley, driveway, streetlights, transmission poles, and fire hydrant.
 
7. When a tree is planted into the parking it becomes the property and care of the city.  No person shall plant, trim or remove any tree in any street parking, boulevard, park or public place in the City nor cause such action to be done by others without first obtaining a written permit from the O&M Manager.
****LEGAL TREE SPECIES ALLOWED IN CITY PARKING****

Oak, Linden, Locust/excluding Black Locust, Hackberry, Gingko (male), Kentucky Coffeetree, Disease Resistant Elm, American Hophornbeam, Hard Maple are allowed but not recommended due to overpopulation and the Asian Longhorn Beetle that kills Maple trees. 
Hawthorn, thornless-used when overhead utility wires are present and parking is more than ten feet in width (10’) (3m).  

Japanese Lilac-when overhead utility wires are present and parking is more than ten feet in width (10’) (3m).  

Tatarian Maple-when overhead utility wires are present and parking is more than ten feet in width (10’) (3m).   
****PROHIBITED SPECIES NOT ALLOWED IN CITY PARKING****

Non-Disease Resistant Elm, Ash, Birch, Black Locust, Box Elder, Catalpa, Chinese or Siberian Elm, Cottonwood, Ginkgo, (female), Mulberry, Poplars, Russian Olive, Sumac, Soft or Silver Maple, Willow, Fruit bearing, Flowering, Hickory, Walnut, Butternut, Evergreens and Shrubbery.
