EAB Treatment Application


Due to the expense of EAB treatments for ash trees and the knowledge that treatment is not always a guarantee, the City of Mason City will not preserve all public ash trees in the right of way.  Citizens interested in preserving street, or city trees in the boulevard adjacent to their home, may treat these trees at their own expense.  Citizens wishing to treat ash trees for EAB need to follow the procedures established in this application. 
· Complete the Owner portion of the form and submit this application to the City of Mason City, Street Division, 10 First St. NW, Mason City, Iowa 50401.

· The City O&M Manager, Street Dept. Supervisor or a designated representative will evaluate the condition of the trees to determine if the tree(s) is worth saving. 

· If determined the tree(s) is in good condition, the Supervisor will provide the applicant with a list of qualified vendors knowledgeable in tree treatment.
· The applicant must then coordinate with the Vendor and pay for treatment of tree(s) they have agreed to provide treatment for. 

· Once contracted to provide treatment the Vendor will be responsible to inform the City of treatment to the tree(s) identified for the duration treatment is provided. 
Please be advised the City will not permit tree(s) to be treated with soil injections or soil drenching to reduce the potential of chemical runoff and ground water contamination.  Only trunk injections will be permitted.  Contractors have also been advised the City will only allow chemicals with and active ingredient of imidacloprid or emamectin benzoate (TREE –age ®).  

Completing this application and following the process will ensure the tree is not cut down while it is being treated and remains in good condition.  In addition, the application allows the City to track what trees are receiving treatment when evaluating the overall condition and / or possible status of EAB infestation. 
For private trees, the city recommends citizens first determine if they have an ash tree on their property and then decide whether to treat the tree for the remainder of its life or to remove it.  The city’s Street Dept. Supervisor recommends contacting an ISA Certified Arborist with help determining a course of action. 
Citizens who decide to remove a private ash tree will need to abide by the quarantines set by the USDA’s Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS).
